The Brecks celebrates three award nominations

The Brecks Sustainable Tourism Partnership is celebrating after being shortlisted for three regional awards. The tourism project was a finalist in the Environmental Impact and the Tourism categories of the first ever East of England Celebrate Awards and was also a finalist at Norfolk’s first Tourism Awards held last week.

Organised by East of England Development Agency and the Government Office of the East of England, the Celebrate Awards were held at Chilford Hall on the 20th October. Designed to honour just a handful of the projects, people, businesses, places and communities which have been made possible thanks, in part, to European Structural Funds, the Brecks Sustainable Tourism Partnership 

The first Tourism in Norfolk Awards provided a showcase of all of the professionalism, and expertise which goes into this vital industry. Held at Sprowston Manor on the 3rd November, the Brecks Sustainable Tourism Partnership was shortlisted in the Sustainable Tourism category. 

There was one winner from the Brecks, renowned Strattons Hotel in Swaffham was named Best Hotel in Norfolk for its friendly, family atmosphere. The judges described it as a very focused operation with a strong emphasis on environmental issues. It also promotes local activities and helps create a strong regional identity.

Come Alive in the Brecks is a three year campaign designed to encourage people to discover this unique area for themselves and is funded by European Objective 2 with matched funding from ERDF/EEDA, Norfolk County Council, Suffolk County Council, Breckland District Council and the Brecks Countryside Project.
